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Community Partnerships Report

In 2009, Co-Captain Lukas Markovic was appointed Community
Liaison Officer to help grow the Box Hill Hawks Football Club’s
profile and image within the local community.

With a strong emphasis on involving schools and local children,
we aimed to bring as many people as possible to Box Hill City
Oval via a Super-Clinic and conducting half-time grid games
with various Auskick centres.

The highlight of the year was the Community Super-Clinic held
on Thursday 2™ April. Over 170 students from Kerrimuir and St
Francis Xavier's Primary Schools participated in a 2 hour long
football clinic ran by Box Hill players and members of the
Cricket Victoria SEDA Sports Program. Students rotated
through 10 different skills stations which included a fire truck
visit from the MFB and a visit from the Life Education Van. The
day was a great success and we hope this can become an
annual event, aiming to get more schools to participate. We
would like to thank SEDA, the MFB, Life Education Victoria and
all students and teachers from Kerrimuir Primary School and St
Francis Xavier's Primary School.

At the start of the year, we invited various local Auskick centres
to participate in half-time grid games at Box Hill City Oval during
all our nine home games. As many as 40 children participated
each week, giving them the experience of running onto a V.F.L.
ground with a packed grandstand. Each participant also
received a free t-shirt as a memento of their experience. The
Box Hill Hawks would like to thank all participants, parents and
helpers from the Mitcham, Holy Saviour, Wattle Park, Vermont
South, Blackburn  North, Laburnum, Balwyn North,
Chatham/Holy Redeemer and Surrey Park Auskick Centres.
We would also like to thank Genesis Fitness Club Box Hill
South for generously donating the t-shirts for the participants.

The Box Hill Hawks Football Club was delighted this year to
create a partnership with the Box Hill Senior Secondary
College. Just around the corner, the College is renowned for its
specialised sporting programs and fantastic facilities. This
partnership will in time provide the Box Hill Hawks and Box Hill
Senior Secondary College use of each other’s facilities, and has
already seen specialised skills coaching sessions conducted
from Box Hill Hawks players. The partnership can also
potentially produce a pathway program for footballers coming
out of the school’s highly developed football program, and into
the Box Hill Hawks Football Club.

School holiday programs were also conducted throughout the
year at Aqualink Box Hill. Children aged 5-12 participated in 2
hour fun skills clinics which were held in every term break and
conducted by a Box Hill Hawks player.

A three-day set of clinics during the September school holidays
was also run at the North Blackburn Shopping Centre, with
plenty of participants and prize give-aways. The Box Hill Hawks
Football Club would like to thank Aqualink and the North
Blackburn Shopping Centre for involving us in their programs.

In addition to the tremendous community work mentioned
above, please read below for an overview of the activities
undertaken with our Community Partners in 2009:

Life Education

Life Education aims to empower young people to make safe
and informed decisions about drugs and their health. Facilitated
by specialist educators, who use innovative and interactive
teaching strategies, Life Education develops young people’s life
skills, knowledge and confidence. Reaching over 200,000
children and 18,000 families each year through family and
school programs, Life Education is the largest independent, not-
for-profit drug education organisation in Australia.

On Sunday 30" August for our final home game against Casey
Scorpions, the Club held a Life Education Community Day to
gain valuable exposure for Life Education and further enhance
the promotion of one of Life Education’s new initiatives,
“Ocsober”, which was launched on the same day.

Ocsober is an initiative whereby people find sponsors to help
keep them to "cut out" alcohol for the month of October to raise
funds for vital drug education for children. As a Club, we
encouraged players, members, and supporters to join on line
and help us raise as much money as possible.

The Box Hill Hawks raised a magnificent $13,873 and we wish
to thank everybody who supported the club for this initiative.
Your sponsorship will help Life Education to teach Aussie
children about the affects of drug and alcohol abuse.

Reach Out For Kids

Reach Out For Kids’ (ROK) mission is to enhance the quality of
life for children, young people, and families in the local
community. The organisation provides strength-based support
in the form of expert advice or information and counselling. A
group service is also offered that promotes enhancing the well
being of children. The Club held a ROK Day at Box Hill City
Oval on Sunday 19" April for its home game against Northern
Bullants. The purpose of the day was to educate sponsors and
supporters on the various programs ROK has to offer. In
addition, the Club also supported ROK’s major fundraiser, its
Dinner Auction, by donating some items.

Whitehorse Community Chest

The Whitehorse Community Chest has been supporting less
fortunate citizens in the Whitehorse area for over forty-five
years. The donations that it receives from the local community
are distributed to over seventy different charities and
community organisations active amongst the local community,
including St. Vincent de Paul, the Red Cross, the Child and
Family Care Network and the Cerebral Palsy Education Centre.

To help spread the word about their Annual Door Knock
Appeal, the Club held a Whitehorse Community Chest Day at
Box Hill City Oval on Sunday 28" June for our game against
Werribee Tigers. In addition to the exposure gained on the day,
the Club also donated a portion of the day’s gate takings
directly to the Whitehorse Community Chest Appeal.

Whitelion

Whitelion supports young people to build better lives for
themselves and helps make our community a more inclusive
and safer place. Each year thousands of young people are
disconnected from our community due to abuse and neglect,
drug addiction and poverty. These young people have often had
horrific life experiences with few positive role models and are
caught in a 'cycle of discouragement' that is very hard to break.
Many of these young people end up in Out-of-Home Care and
in some cases in the Youth Justice System.

Whitelion opens doors to opportunities, relationships and
community for young people involved in the Youth Justice
System or at risk of involvement. This is achieved through role
modeling, mentoring, employment and indigenous programs,
outreach services, and through prevention programs run in rural
and metropolitan communities.

Box Hill Hawks players Sam lles and Lukas Markovic have
been regular visitors throughout the year to Youth Justice
Centres in Parkville and Malmsbury, as part of Whitelion’s
Sports Role Model Program. As there are many youth at risk
throughout Melbourne and in particular the Eastern Suburbs,
the Box Hill Hawks fully supports the development of role
models to assist these kids at risk, especially via a fantastic
organisation such as Whitelion.
